Minor Variations - Premises Licences and Club Premises Certificates 

Application Procedure 

1. Complete the application form 

2. If the variation is to authorise alterations to the premises, enclose a plan of the premises in a scale of 1: 100. See attached summary for plan requirements. 

3. Enclose the fee of £89. Cheques should be made payable to South Tyneside Council.

4. Enclose the existing licence/certificate (or relevant part of it)

5. Submit the complete application to the Licensing Authority

6. Advertise the application by displaying a notice at or on the premises. See attached summary for notice requirements.

Important

Please read the Notes for Guidance attached to the form very carefully before submitting your application. The minor variations process can only be used for variations that could have no adverse impact on the promotion of any of the four licensing objectives i.e. the prevention of crime and disorder; public safety; the prevention of public nuisance; the protection of children from harm.

If, after having had regard to any representations, the licensing authority are of the opinion that the proposed variation could have an adverse impact on the licensing objectives the application will be refused. There will be no hearing by the Licensing Committee and there is no right of appeal.

If, after an application under the minor variations process has been refused, an applicant still wishes to vary the licence a new application will need to be made under the full variation process.
