NOTES FOR GUIDANCE

General :

1. It is an offence under Section 50 of the New Roads and Streetworks Act 1991 to excavate in the public highway without  obtaining a valid streetworks licence from the authority
2. The name and address of the landowner requiring the service is to be provided. This may be a private individual, a limited company or a partnership. If a partnership, the names and addresses of those persons in whom the land is vested are to be given. If a company, the registered office is to be given. If the land is vested in joint names, then details of both persons are required.

3. Supervisors of streetworks shall be qualified to the standard prescribed in the Street Works (Qualifications of Supervisors and Operatives)Regulations 1992 and from 5th August 1997 all operatives shall be so qualified. Details are to be entered in Section 4.

4. The licensee shall ensure that he or any contractor employed by him shall be aware of the obligations placed on him by the various Codes of Practice and Regulations prescribed under the Traffic Management Act 2004. In particular, the licensee shall comply with the Specification for the Reinstatement of Openings in Highways.

5. The licensee shall also comply with the Code of Practice “Safety at Streetworks and Roadworks” and give details of proposed traffic management measures in Section3. If it is considered that a road closure may be required, then early advice from the council should be sought. A period of six weeks should normally be allowed for road closure applications to be processed.

6. The licence shall remain in force until it is withdrawn by the council or terminated by the licensee giving written notice under the provisions of paragraphs 5 and 6 of Schedule 3 to the act.

7. The licensee shall be responsible for all costs of removal of the private service installed under this licence in relation to paragraph 7 of schedule 3 to the act.

8. The licence does not disperse the licensee from obtaining any other consent, licence or provision which may be required and it does not authorise installation of apparatus for the use of which the licence of the Secretary of State is required unless and until that license has been granted. The includes for the search for Statutory Undertakers plant records in accordance with the Code of Practice “Measure Necessary where apparatus is Affected by Major Works (Diversionary Works)

9. If the property is sold, the licence may be assigned to the new owner of the property by the original licensee provided that six weeks written notice of the transfer is given to the authority by the licensee.

10. If the applicant is a contractor employed by the owner of the property, which the new apparatus serves, then the licence should be assigned to that property owner upon completion of the works.

11. Two copies of an A3/A4 size drawing to a 1:1250 scale, clearly identifying the location of the site are to be provided with the application.

12. The licensee shall provide an “as build“drawing to a 1:1250 scale within 28days of completion.

13. Under Section 74 of the New Roads and Streetworks Act 1991, a charge may be levied upon the licensee by the highway authority where works in the publicly maintainable highway are unreasonably prolonged. It should be noted that unreasonable prolonged works constitutes a site where all spoil, unused materials and signing lighting and guarding have not been removed, or road markings have not been reinstated  to return the highway to its original condition. The prescribed charges are based on the road classification and category to which the works pertain, these range from £250.00 per day on category 3/4 roads

to £10,000 per day on all other major roads. (Full details of the powers are available in the relevant Statutory Instrument 2012 – No 2272). Where there is a requirement to extend the period of works on site(Section 74 extension), then a formal request must be submitted to the authority giving a revised end date in accordance with section 8.2.6 of the Code of Practice for Coordination of streetworks.
14.      A minimum notice period of 38 days should be allowed for the application to be processed. The applicant should note

that the authority must notify the utility companies of its intention to grant A Streetworks Licence and in doing so

will request records of any existing buried services that may be affected by the proposed works if requested by the

applicant.

15.     The licensee shall notify the Authority at the following stages of the work using the forms provided any notices not  

           submitted in a timely fashion or are not populated with the correct information, could be subject to a Fixed Penalty           

           Notice.

a) Notice of Proposed works – 3month advance of works commencing on site

b) 10 day follow up notice

c) Notice of actual start – this should be submitted no later than the next working day after the date the works commenced on site.

d) Notice of works clear / closed – issued no later than the end of next working day after the works have finished on site.

e) Registration Notice –submitted within 10 working days of the site being reinstated.

Guarantee Period
16.    The licensee shall ensure that the interim reinstatement conforms to the prescribed standards referred to in Section
4 of these notes for guidance and that the permanent reinstatement conforms to the prescribed standard
throughout the guarantee period. The guarantee period shall begin on completion of the permanent reinstatement
and run for 2 years, or 3 years in the case of deep openings. A deep opening is an excavated area greater than
1.5meters in depth
Inspection Fees

17.    Inspections will be undertaken by the council in accordance with the Code of Practice for Inspections and it is

intended that the three inspections will be undertaken at the following stages:

                a) Category A inspection undertaken when the works are in progress on site
b) Category B inspection undertaken within six months following interim or permanent reinstatement.
c) Category C inspection undertaken within three months preceding the end of the guarantee period.

A fee of £50.00 (OR AS REVISED FROM TIME TO TIME) for each excavation not exceeding 200metres in length will be

charged for each inspection and the total inspection charge of £150.00 (3x£50.00) is payable at the time of

application. For excavations longer than 200metres, an additional charge of £100.00 (2x£50.00) per 200metres or

part thereof is payable.

If any work were found to be defective, as defined in the Specification for the Reinstatement of Openings in

Highways, then the licensee will be charged for the cost of three defect inspections at £50.00

(or as revised from time to time) per inspection plus the costs of any necessary investigatory works.

As the majority of excavations are less than 200metres in length, the total fee usually applicable will be £723.00
(£573.00 licence fee plus £150.00 inspection fees). However, should the excavation 200metres in length, the

Appropriate fee should be calculated on the basis of the aforementioned rates. All payments are to be invoiced by

South Tyneside Council to the individual organisations requesting the licence.
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
