loosestrife. Though perhaps the most striking plant is the
common reed, which grows to over three metres tall, and is
still used in southern England for thatching roofs.
The reedbed, the largest in the Borough, is home to our
only pair of reed warblers. They have a comparable song to
that of the sedge warbler, though slightly softer. Also, they
lack the sedge warbler’s distinctive pale eye stripe.
